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The fundamental objective of Habitat for Humanity, whether locally or internationally, is the
same everywhere. We seek to provide responsible, working families of modest means with an
opportunity to own basic, clean and affordable homes. Often, the effects are dramatic. Not only do
families move out of cramped, seedy and otherwise undesirable shelter, they also gain a new self-
image. They function better as afamily and their children do better in school.

In pursuit of our objective locally, we have just completed work on the third and fourth
houses in the 1760-1772 Albany Street area. With the completion of these houses Habitat for
Humanity of Schenectady County has built or rehabilitated ten homes.

While thisis certainly arecord of accomplishment in which many can take pride, it isonly a
good start. We believe we have a capacity to do more and we hope to double our production to four
houses in 2004, and then increase it further in succeeding years.

To do so we are taking new initiatives and revisiting old ones whose time may have come.
We are teaming with Better Neighborhoods, the Schenectady Land Trust, and other community
groups so that we can build in clusters: on Hamilton Hill, the Vale and elsewhere in the city and
county.

To meet our more ambitious goals we will be in need of construction supervisors, volunteer
labor, and material and financial donations of al kinds. Is there something you can do to help?
Together we can do more to regain our neighborhoods from the influence of drugs, thugs and decay.
