DONATION MATERIAL SCREENING CRITERIA
ITEMS ACCEPTED BY ReStore®

Appliances: 5 years old or less, must work, no frayed wire

Architectural Items: columns, mantels, posts, molding

Cabinets & countertops: in good condition

Doors: interior & exterior

Electrical: lighting fixtures, receptacle boxes, switches, outlets

Flooring: tile, wood, laminate, area rugs (freshly cleaned and in good condition)
& new carpet remnants (100 sq. ft. minimum), new linoleum by
sheet/squares (100 sqg. ft. min.), also new cans of mastic, grout

Furniture: Wood (finish must be in good to excellent condition)
Uphoilstered couch or chair (from non-pet households due to allergens)
Clean with no stains or smells

Hardware: door knobs, handles, any screws/nails must be like-size and in one box

Insulation: all kinds, and other energy saving materials for windows & doors

Lighting: Chandelier, Standing Floor, Table, Wall mounted, Florescent, ceiling mount

Lumber: framing, trim, pressure treated (4-ft. length minimum)

Paint & Stain: full, unused new cans
